6. Preparation: Students should practice their stories beforehand to ensure smooth
delivery.

7. Respect: Audience members are expected to listen attentively and show respect to
each storyteller.

8. Shortlisting: One student from each class will be shortlisted based on content,
language & expression, and delivery.

9. Recognition: Certificates will be awarded to the top three students from the
foundational stage.
