We are thrilled to announce an upcoming Co-Curricular Activity (CCA) set for Friday, 17** May
2024 for students of Class III to V. This activity fosters teamwork and mathematical skills
through an engaging Math Relay Race.

e Category: Sports Activity

¢ Competencies Covered:

1. Math: C-1.1 Represents numbers using the place value structure of the Indian number
system

2. Math: C-1.4 Recognises, describes, and extends simple number patterns such as odd
numbers and even numbers

3. Physical Education: C-1.1 Practices a combination of movement, motor skills, and
manipulative skills (catching, throwing, kicking, hitting a ball towards a target while
moving, focussing on visual cues to hit the target)

4. Physical Education: C-2.1 Demonstrates the ability to play games and activities that
require and emphasize teamwork, cooperation, personal responsibility, and
communication of ideas.

e Prerequisites:

Basic mathematical skills as per grade level.

¢ Guidelines for the Activity:

1. A Math trial will be conducted on 15.05.24, where questionnaires prepared for each
grade will be administered by the maths teachers.

2. Following the trial, one boy and one girl from each class and house will be shortlisted for
the Math Relay Race on 17.05.24.

3. Nine teams of four students each, comprising boys and girls from grades III to V will be
finalised for the final math relay race.

4. During the relay race, each participant will solve a math problem before passing the baton
to the next teammate.

5. The winning team will be determined by the fastest completion time and the most correct
answers.

6. Certificates will be awarded to the winning teams during the upcoming assembly.

7. In case of tiebreakers, the team with the fewest mistakes in solving math problems will be
declared the winner.

We urge parents to support their children by encouraging them to practice mathematical
problems and participate wholeheartedly in the upcoming math relay race. Your involvement
is pivotal in nurturing your child's mathematical skills and fostering teamwork.
