Guidelines of the Activity:

. The students will be selected by the House Masters/Mistresses in collaboration with

the dance teachers, where students from the middle stage will be administered.
Selection will be done based on student’s performance in their regular VA/PA periods.
Following the selection, four teams consisting of six to ten participants from each
house will be shortlisted for the Western Folk Dance Competition on 09.05.24.

Each house team will get 2-3 minutes to present their dance performance.

Students will be judged based on Synchronization, Choreography, expression and
Performance, Costume and Props, and Overall Impression.

Wearing of house uniform is mandatory. However, the students will change their
costumes before the activity under the supervision of a teacher and will go back home
in the same costume.
